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Abstract: Please be aware that full-paper submission is optional in the 8th Asian-Pacific Symposium on Structural Reliability and Its Applications (APSSRA 2024). All paper submissions are sincerely welcome, and it is also accepted if authors would like to make a presentation without paper submission. If authors do not submit a paper through the conference website by two weeks before the conference (i.e., Sep. 15), the organizing committee will assume that the author(s) plan to submit an abstract only. For an author who wants to submit a full paper, this document presents the information and Word instructions required to prepare a full paper. If you have any queries about the format of a paper, please feel free to contact APSSRA 2024 Secretariat (info@apssra2024.kr) for help.

1. General

The full paper must be written in English, using MS Word, with a text area of 170 × 237 mm in a TWO-COLUMN format, except for the abstract, and cannot exceed 4 pages. The text is to be typed in 10-point Times New Roman, with a fixed line spacing of 11 points. A4 size paper should be used. 

One can directly use this document to prepare their manuscript. If not, the styles in this document should be followed, including the style for each part of the paper (paper title, abstract, title sections, normal text, legends, etc.). The direct use of this document will make preparation of the paper easier. Authors must submit an MS-Word file.

2. Page and Text Area Dimension

The physical dimensions of the printed page are 210 × 297 mm. The text area is 170 × 237 mm, in a two-column format. This is set up in the template file.
3. Title, Authors, Affiliation, Keywords and Abstract

The first page includes the paper title, authors’ names and affiliations, up to 5 keywords and the abstract of a paper not exceeding 250 words. The title, author names, affiliations, keywords and abstract must be separated by a single line space.

3.1 Title

The title must be centered and capitalized for the first letter using a 12-point Times New Roman font. One single line should be left before the first line of title. If the title extends over several lines, these lines must be single-spaced.

3.2 Authors

The authors’ names must be centered and written in 10-point Times New Roman. The authors’ names must be located 12 points below the last title line.

3.3 Affiliation

The authors’ affiliation must be centered, written in 9-point Times New Roman, and located a single line below the authors’ names. The affiliation of each author should be written separately.

3.4 Abstract

The typeface used for the abstract is 9-point Times New Roman. The word “Abstract” written in 9-point bold Times New Roman must appear in the beginning of the first line. The abstract text is justified and written in single-spaced below the last line of the affiliation as shown in the first page of this document.
3.5 Keywords

Up to 5 keywords must be provided. These are written in 9-point Times New Roman in justified lines. The word “Keywords:” written in 9-point bold Times New Roman font must start the first line of keywords. The keywords must be spaced from the last line of the abstract by a single-spaced line.

4. Sections

4.1 Main sections

The main sections titles must be left aligned and capitalized for the first letter using 10-point bold Times New Roman font. Six point space before the main section must be specified.

4.2 Subsections

The subsection titles must be written left aligned in 10-point bold italic Times New Roman. Only the first letter is capitalized. Six point space before the subsection title should be specified. However, the first subsection after a main section does not need to be specified by 6 point space.

4.2.1 Sub-subsections

The sub-subsection titles must be written left aligned, in regular 10-point Times New Roman. Only the first letter of the sub-subsection title is uppercase, being all others lowercase. Six point space before the subsection title must be specified.

5. Headers

As shown in these instructions, all the pages has a header with the name, date, location and editors of the Conference, written in italic 9-point Times New Roman and right aligned.

6. Text

The text must be typed in a TWO-COLUMN format, with exactly “11-point” spacing, justified and written in 10-point Times New Roman. The first line of each paragraph must be left aligned. The first line of second paragraph in a section should be indented 0.5 cm and no additional spacing between paragraphs should exist.

7. Page Numbers

The authors should not include page numbers. They will be added later, when the proceedings are complete.

8. Figures

Figures should be included within the text and all of them should be referred in the text. The figures should be inserted in the text in a “camera-ready” form (the page size will remain unaltered), numbered consecutively and each of them must be immediately followed by the corresponding caption. The figures should be included in a “single-space” paragraph format if possible.

The captions are centered and written using a 9-point Times New Roman font, as indicated in Fig. 1 below. The distance between the text and a figure is 8 points. The distance between each figure and its caption is 3 points. Between a figure caption and the text, the distance is 8 points.

Figures should be referred in the text in an abbreviation format, i.e., Fig. x. Do not place figures at the end of the paper.

Figures will be printed in a gray scale or a black and white pattern in the conference proceedings. For this reason, color information in the hard copy of the conference proceeding will be lost.

9. Equations

The equations must be centered. A distance of 6 points is used to separate the text from the first equation, the first equation from consecutive equations and the last equation from the text. Please write the equations using (i) 9-point letters and symbols and (ii) 6-point subscripts. The equations must be numbered sequentially using Arabic characters put in parentheses and right aligned. The following is an example of two consecutive single-line equations:
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Avoid using non-standard symbols. No guarantee is given that such symbols can be printed correctly. Equations should be referred in the text in an abbreviation format, i.e., Eq. x.

10. Tables

Tables should be included within the text and all of them should be referred in the text. The tables should be numbered consecutively and each of them must be immediately preceded by the corresponding caption. The captions are centered and written in 9-point Times New Roman, as indicated in Table 1 below. Please write the header and the text body of tables using 9-point letters. Both must be centered.

The distance between the text and a table caption must be 8 points. The distance between each table and its caption must be 3 points. Between a table and the text, an exactly “11-point” space blank line must be included.
11. Conclusions

Authors should be aware that this is a camera-ready extended abstract and paper, which means that each page will appear in the conference proceedings exactly as is shown in the sent PDF file (it will be cropped to a page size of 210 × 297 mm). Therefore, it is essential that these instructions be strictly followed. This template file can be used to prepare the paper.

12. References

The author is responsible for verifying each reference against the original article. Each reference must be cited in the text using the surnames of the authors and the year, for example, (Hardin 1978) or Redwood and Jain (1992). If there are three or more authors, the citation should give the name of the first author followed by et al. (e.g., Juang et al. 2015). If references cannot be not uniquely identified by the authors’ names and year, use a, b, c, etc., after the year, for example, (Takada 2020a, 2020b); (Itoi and Takada 2020a, 2020b), for the text and in the reference list.

The reference list must be spaced with 11 point and placed at the end of the text. The distance between two consecutive references must be 3 points. References are listed in alphabetical order according to the names of authors and not numbered. All reference information should be written out in full, using no abbreviations beyond the authors’ initials. Some examples of the references are as follows:
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
